On Tuesday, August 19, 2008, at approximately 1:30 pm, Special Agent Jeffrey Duncan of the
Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE) responded to 869 South Atlantic Avenue,
Ormond Beach, Florida, the business of “Barnacles” regarding ACISS Lead # 119. The lead
follow-up was conducted in furtherance of the June 15, 2008, Orange County Sheriff's Office
(OCSO0) investigation looking into the disappearance of 2 year old female Caylee Anthony.

ACISS lead # 119 reflects that an anonymous caller reported that on July 19, 2008 at
approximately 5:30 pm, there was a child within the aforementioned business that looked like
Caylee Anthony and that she was sitting with a Hispanic female, a white male, and another
child. The anonymous caller reported that the subjects were sitting within the last booth on the
right side of the business.

On Friday, August 19, 2008, at approximately 1:30 pm, Special Agent Jeffrey Duncan
responded to 869 South Atlantic Avenue, Ormond Beach and contacted Owner Dean Donnelly
in reference to the above tip. Donnelly stated that he was familiar with the missing child and
that he has observed the news and the pictures of Caylee Anthony. Donnelly stated that he
was working on July 19, 2008 and that he did not observe the child. Donnelly provided SA
Duncan with a copy of the meal receipt for the table at the time listed on the tip and provided the
phone number for the waiter who served the subjects.

On August 19, 2008, at approximately 3:30 pm, SA Duncan was contacted by David
Pursehouse, waiter for Barnacles, who was unable to provide any additional information.
Pursehouse stated that he was also familiar with Caylee Anthony and that if she were within the
business that he would have called authorities.

A copy of the meal receipt for the date and time will be maintained as a related item.

This report is predicated on a request for assistance, initiated by the Orange County Sheriffs
Office and a lead request by Denise Nevers of the Florida Department Law Enforcement,
Orlando Region Operations Center, in locating 3-year old missing child, Caylee Anthony. The
purpose of this report is to document the follow-up and completion of Lead Request # 88.

On August 11, 2008 Special Agent (SA) J.S.Nobilitt of the Florida Department of Law
Enforcement (FDLE), Tampa Bay Region Operations Center (TBROC), received the following
information pertaining to FDLE Lead Request #88.

On July 21, 2008, a caller advised they saw a young girl they believed looked like Caylee
Anthony at the Whisper Lakes Condominiums at 3812 N. Lake Dr. in Tampa, FL. The caller said
the girl was with an older man and thought the man was too old to be the girl's father.

On August 18, 2008 SA Noblitt was assigned this lead. On August 19, 2008, SA Noblitt
responded to the Whisper Lakes Condominiums at approximately 1445 hrs. SA Noblitt found
the office closed and began to look for residents to interview. SA Noblitt located a resident,
Terry Gonzalez, who immediately recognized the description of the man and girl.

Terry Gonzalez directed SA Noblitt to 8605 Champlain Court, Apt. 83, the residence of Turkish
Male, Ulvi Tanriverdi, Ulvi has a daughter Semla Tanriverdi,

Semla was present with her father and SA Noblitt spoke with Semla. Semla has dark hair and a
dark complexion but does not resemble Caylee Anthony other than she is approximately the

same age.

After speaking with Ulvi and Semla, SA Noblitt determined the caller was mistaken in their belief
Semla was Caylee Anthony.

On Wednesday, August 20, 2008, at approximately 11:00 pm, Special Agent Jeffrey Duncan of
the Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE) responded to 209 Dunlawton Avenue, Port
Orange, Florida, the business of “Bright House Networks” regarding ACISS Lead # 1166. The
lead follow-up was conducted in furtherance of the June 15, 2008, Orange County Sheriff's
Office (OCSOQ) investigation looking into the disappearance of 2 year old female Caylee
Anthony.

ACISS lead # 1166 reflects that an anonymous caller reported that there was a little girl
accompanied by a male within the Bright House Networks business on July 21, 2008 at
approximately 1647 hours. The caller stated that the little girl had pony tails and was holding a
bear and answered to the name “Caylen”.

On Wednesday, August 20, 2008, at approximately 11:00 pm, Special Agent Jeffrey Duncan
responded to 209 Dunlawton Avenue, Port Orange and contacted Manager Marianne Curich.
Curich stated that she is familiar with the investigation and Caylee Anthony and she has
discussed the information with two other employees’ within the business. Curich stated that
neither she nor have her employee’s seen anyone matching Caylee Anthony of the subjects

listed in the tip.

On Wednesday, August 20, 2008, at approximately 1120 hours, SA Duncan contacted Regional
Supervisor, April Nugent via telephone and advised her of the above information. Nugent
advised that Bright house has video surveillance within the branch offices but that they only
keep the video for fourteen days. Nugent advised that she reviewed the video records and that
the video of July 21, 2008 was no longer available.

Curich was provided a business card and contact number for the Florida Department of Law
Enforcement in the case that she or her employees remember any information.

At this time there is no other information.

On July 23, 2008, the Orange County Sheriff's Office requested the assistance of the Florida
Department of Law Enforcement regarding the investigation of missing 2-year old Caylee
Anthony. Caylee was last seen by a family member on June 15, 2008. Her disappearance was
reported by her maternal grandmother on July 15, 2008.

On August 12, 2008, SA Herbert was assigned lead 938 wherein a reportee, Karina Altamirano,
advised the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children (NCMEC), that she believed she
may have seen Caylee Anthony on US Airways flight 183 from Phoenix to Fort Lauderdale on
July 29, 2008. The child was traveling with an unaccompanied white female approximately 30
years old, but the reportee did not have her name or seat number. SA Herbert contacted the
reportee who advised that the female and child were sitting in the last row of the plane, but she
did not speak with the woman or have any other information to add to the tip.

On August 13, 2008, SA Herbert went to Fort Lauderdale Hollywood International Airport's US
Airways ticket counter and was placed in telephone contact with Roland Hepburn, of their
Corporate Security Office. Mr. Hepburn agreed to cooperate and would obtain the names of the
passengers in the last three rows of the plane (24-26) and e-mail it to SA Herbert, which he did.
SA Herbert noted that there was one unticketed seat in the last row of 6 seats, which meant
someone may have occupied it but there would be no corresponding information for them.

Using the information from the airlines and computer data sources, SA Herbert identified and
contacted all of the assigned 5 occupants of row 26, which consisted of two separate travel
parties. Andrew C Deeley, of Sahuarita, AZ, was contacted by telephone and said he was with
two family members and did recall a female with a child sitting in the window seat. The child
slept most of the time, but he did hear her refer to the woman as mommy. He assumed she
was in her assigned seat. The other two assigned seats were occupied by Aaron L. Sturgis and
Megean McBride, who were traveling together. SA Herbert interviewed them at their home in
Tamarac, FL and McBride said she recalled the woman and young girl having a conversation in
which the girl asked if she could go swimming when they got home. The woman replied that
daddy would take her in the pool. McBride also said she felt the girl was older than 3.

The information for the subjects in rows 25 and 24 was reviewed and the seats were occupied
by males traveling alone, couples and one single female, Damaris Valdez, who SA Herbert
learned is out of the country. Valdez was eliminated via a telephone interview with her
daughter, Erika Hunter, who purchased the ticket for her mother, Seattle to Fort Lauderdale via
Phoenix. Ms. Hunter is a DEA employee in Seattle, WA.

SA Herbert has concluded that the woman with the child was not in her assigned seat and could
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have moved from anywhere in the plane to the last row. Obtaining her specific identity would be
a lengthy process of elimination which could be undertaken if necessary. Based on the
interviews with the identified other subjects in the last row, SA Herbert has also concluded that
the child in question was in all likelihood traveling home with her mother and further attempts to

establish her identity are not necessary at this time. This lead is unfounded.

On July 23, 2008, SA Duke e-mailed call detail records previously received from MBI Lieutenant
Paul Zambouros to GA Debbie Abney regarding Casey Anthony (407-619-9286) and Anthony
Lazzaro’s (631-902-5443) with a request that they be processed using Pen-Link.

On July 23, 2008, SA Duke attended a meeting at OCSO Headquarters called by OCSO
Homicide Sgt. John Allen. Topics of discussion included the following:

e Sgt. Allen requested that Casey Anthony and Amy Huizenga’s (Casey Anthony’s
best-friend) cellular telephones be downloaded for examination. ASA Joe Cocchiarella
approved this procedure.

e On or about June 27, 2008, Casey Anthony had abandoned her vehicle at an Amscot
Financial business located at Goldenrod Road & SR 50. Anthony Lazzaro, one of
Casey Anthony’s boyfriends, drove to that location and picked her up.

e On June 30, 2008, Amscot representatives had Johnson’s Towing remove Casey
Anthony’s vehicle from their property.

e OCSO later recovered the vehicle for evidence processing.

OCSO CFCE Sandra Cawn, Computer Crimes Squad, accompanied by MBI Agent Reagan
Rizo and MBI Agent Christina Hopkins, used a Universal Forensic Extraction Device (UFED),
also known as a cellular telephone data retriever to download Huizenga'’s cellular telephone,
which contained approximately 2300 text messages.

One of the text messages from Casey Anthony’s cellular telephone stated that the vehicle that
she was using might have a dead animal on the undercarriage because of a strong odor.

Agent Rizo said that the UFED could not retrieve data, other than phonebook data, from Casey
Anthony’s cellular telephone data due to software compatibility issues and/or limitations;
however, data stored within the telephone could be recovered manually and is pending retrieval.

SA Duke was present when an OCSO Crime Technician applied an alternative light source to
the trunk of the vehicle. The light source exposed what appeared to be a dried liquid-type
pattern on the carpeting in the trunk. A discernable odor consistent with decomposition was
emanating from the trunk.

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OCSO Detective Eric Edwards asked SA Duke to be a controlling agent for Lazzaro pursuant to
a telephone message left on Lazzaro’s cellular telephone from Lee Anthony, Casey Anthony’s
brother. Lee Anthony requested a face-to-face meeting with Lazzaro to discuss the Caylee
Anthony case. SA Duke agreed to provide Lazzaro with video and audio recording equipment,

and to monitor the meeting.

At approximately 1730 hours, OCSO Detective Yuri Melich had Lazzaro call Lee Anthony's
cellular telephone. Detective Melich recorded this call; however, the call was not answered and
went to voice mail. Lazzaro left a message for a return call, agreeing to meet with Lee Anthony.

At approximately 2000 hours, the operation was terminated.

At approximately 2015 hours, Det. Edwards called SA Duke and informed him that Lee Anthony
subsequently made contact with Lazzaro and they agreed to meet on July 24, 2008.

On August 19, 2008, SA Jolicoeur responded to the Goodwill Store in reference to determining
the validity of the information received by the anonymous caller. Upon arrival, SA Jolicoeur
made contact with Customer Service Manager Caryn Nulf, who stated the customer service and
parking lot areas weren't monitored by surveillance cameras. Nulf obtained a copy of the
employee schedule to see who was working on July 31, 2008. Nulf stated she was working on
July 31, 2008, and doesn'’t recall seeing any children in the store that resembled Caylee. SA
Jolicoeur made contact with the adjacent businesses to see if they had surveillance cameras
monitoring the parking lot area, but was met with negative results.

On August 15, 2008, SA Bonilla and FDLE SA Steve Busey responded to 19050 NW 78
Place, Miami, FI 33015 and spoke with Zaida Shirvani, daughter of Zenaida Gonzalez.
Shirvani stated that neither she nor her mother have had contact with Caylee or Casey
Anthony. Shirvani is aware of the disappearance of Caylee Anthony from news reports.
Shirvani went on to say that her mother does not travel alone due to her age. Shirvani
is a school teacher, mother of grown children and understands the urgency in locating
the young girl. Copies of the lead request will be maintained in the related item file.

ACISS lead # 1176 reflects that an anonymous caller reported that he/she was in the
Sunco Express gas station located at 703 US-1, Bunnell, FL, on August 8, 2008, at
approximately 1100 hours, when he/she observed a young female, that resembled Caylee
Anthony, in a newer model, gray four door Chevrolet vehicle parked in the parking lot.

On August 19, 2008, SA Jolicoeur responded to the Sunco Express gas station in reference to
determining the validity of the information received by the anonymous caller. Upon arrival, SA
Jolicoeur made contact with store employee Corinne Tariq, who stated the customer service
and parking lot areas are monitored by surveillance cameras. Tariq stated she can only retrieve
surveillance footage from the last four days. SA Jolicoeur was unable to review the surveillance
footage from August 8, 2008 due to the footage being recorded over. SA Jolicoeur made
contact with the adjacent businesses to see if they had surveillance cameras monitoring the
parking lot area, but was met with negative results.

This investigation is predicated upon information pertaining to the disappearance of
juvenile girl Caylee Anthony from the Orlando area. The Florida Department of Law
Enforcement (FDLE) is assisting the Orange County Sheriff's Office with statewide
leads. FDLE Special Agent Magali Bonilla received Lead Request 36 (ACISS Tip #
627) to complete. The Lead reads as follow: "Reporter alleged that Casey Anthony was
involved in prostitution in Miami and left her daughter Caylee with another prostitute
while working". The lead requested for SA Bonilla to meet with the reporter, Cynthia
Gutter Kravitch and obtain a statement. Kravitch also wrote a letter to FoxNews
detailing the possibility of Casey Anthony being involved in prostitution. She went on to
explain that since these prostitutes do not look like "call-girls", they easily fool their
families and friends. Due to working odd hours, they usually leave their children with
nannies or other fellow prostitutes. These prostitutes have organized themselves to the
point of travelling from city to city.

On August 6, 2008, FDLE SA Bonilla and SA Steve Busey met with Kravitch at her
place of employment, AXA Advisors located at 9130 South Dadeland Blvd., Miami, FL.
Kravitch explained to the agents that she sponsors women who are alcoholics and drug
abuser. By counseling these women, they sometimes confide personal information,
such as having turned to prostitution to support their addiction. One particular person,
Deyanira Guerra, is a drug addict and a prostitute. According to Kravitch, Guerra does
not have the appearance of a prostitute. She is clean cut and articulates in an educated
manner. Guerra confined to Kravitch that she travels throughout the state of Florida and
Georgia.

Approximately a week ago, Guerra called Kravitch at her place of employment. Since
Guerra does not own a cellular phone, she calls from unknown telephone numbers.
Guerra called to advise Kravitch that she was ok. During the conversation, Guerra
made a statement to Kravitch stating that she knows what "Casey" is going through,
because she (Guerra) loves her children but she has to leave them with other people,
when she gets a call. Kravitch explained that when these women get "a call" it is to
meet with a client to provide sexual favors, and they have to leave the children with the
other prostitutes. And, if that prostitute receives a call, then they have to go and work
subsequently leaving the children unsupervised. Guerra never mention that she had
ever worked with Casey Anthony or that she knows Caylee's whereabouts. At the time
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of the call, Kravitch could not determine if Guerra was under the influence of a control
substance. Although this information was provided to Kravitch under confidentiality, if
she believes a child is in danger, she will disclose the information.

Kravitch stated that Guerra's mother, Delia Guerra, has permanent custody of
Deyanira's children. Deyanira Guerra owns a small apartment in Homestead, Florida,
but it is under foreclosure. Guerra travels in a Jaguar, silver in color, unknown tag. SA
Bonilla advised Kravitch that is she has any additional information, to contact SA
Bonilla. Copies of the lead request will be maintained in the related item file.

On August 20, 2008 Special Agent (SA) L. Moore of the Tampa Bay Region Operation Center
(TBROC) received Florida Department Law Enforcement Lead Request #54 from SA Watson of
the FDLE/TBROC, regarding the following tip information pertaining to Caylee Anthony :

“Per the tip information, the caller advised that about 4-5 days ago around 1400 hours, a
child fitting the description of Caylee Anthony was seen at the McDonald's located in
Land O" Lakes, FI. The caller advised that the young child was with a light colored
Hispanic male 250Ibs, brown hair, and was driving a blue Ford 150 pickup truck with a
temporary tag S12708. The caller did not know if this was the missing child, however,
the caller wanted to lead the information just in case.”

On August 20, 2008 at approximately 1530 hours, SA’s Moore and Watson attempted to make
contact with Mr. Alfredo Ortiz Nevarez, who is the registered owner of the blue Ford 150 pickup
truck and resides at 306 Woodland Ave., Tampa, Fl. SA’s Moore and Watson knocked on the
front door of the aforementioned residence, which resulted in negative result. While departing
the residence, two (2) pair of little girl shoes were observed in front of the door. At which time,
SA Moore and Watson departed the residence.

On August 21, 2008 at approximately 0710 hours, SA Moore returned to the residence and
made contact with Mr. and Mrs. Alfredo Ortiz Nevarez and their two (2) daughters, who were
outside on the porch preparing to leave for school. SA Moore explained to Mr. and Mrs.
Nevarez the purpose of the contact. Mr. Nevarez advised that he is the owner of the blue Ford
truck and that his brother Miguel Nevarez was in possession of the truck and has a four (4) year
old daughter. Mr. Nevarez further advised that they just celebrated the birthday of his daughter
and niece (Rachel) together.

SA Moore showed Mr. and Mrs. Nevarez a photograph of Caylee. Mr. and Mrs. Nevarez
agreed and confirmed that their four (4) year daughter and niece Rachel resemble Caylee. Mr.
Nevarez also stated that his brother Miguel works in the area of Land O' Lakes and that it was
possible that brother and his daughter Rachel were in the area during that time frame. Mr.
Nevarez then attempted to telephonically contact his brother Miguel with negative results. Mr.
Nevarez stated that Miguel lived somewhere in Riverview (address unknown) and that he would
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continue to locate and / or attempt to contact Miguel regarding this matter. Once contact was
made with his brother, Mr. Nevarez would have Miguel contact SA Moore. SA Moore than
provided Mr. Nevarez with a contact number.

At approximately 0840 hours, SA Moore received a telephone call from Christy Ivey, who
advised she was the girlfriend of Miguel Nevarez and the mother of Rachel Nevarez. Ms. lvey

confirmed that her daughter Rachel and Miguel Nevarez were at her residence, located at 4102

Seminole St., Tampa Florida.

At approximately 0930 hours, SA Moore met with Ms. lvey, Mr. Miguel Nevarez and his brother
Alfredo Nevarez who was also at the residence, located at 4102 Seminole Street, Tampa, FI.
SA Moore confirmed that four (4) year old Rachel Nevarez and Caylee Anthony was not one of
the same. SA Moore spoke with Mr. Miguel Nevarez who confirmed that he and his daughter
Rachel were in Land O' Lakes in the beginning of August and while in Land O' Lakes, Mr.
Miguel Nevarez stated that he and Rachel did stop at the McDonald’s to get something to eat.

SA Moore asked Ms. Ivey if Rachel had any distinctive marks, Ms. Ivey advise that their was a
unique birthmark on her right leg. Ms. Ilvey and Mr. M. Nevarez then escorted SA Moore into
the bedroom where Rachel was asleep. At that time, SA Moore observed a light color oblong
shaie birthmark on Rachel’s right leg. Ms. Ivey also advised that Rachel date of birth was

Ms. Cox advised she was
her daughter, Kaitlynn. Ms. Cox showed SA Kennedy a copy of Kaitlynn’s birth certificate which
indicated she was born on March 23, 2005 at Halifax Hospital in Daytona Beach, Florida.

SA Miller made contact with Andrew Grassel, Asset Protection Coordinator for Wal-Mart iocated
at 4890 E. Silver Springs Blvd. Grassel advised that there were no cameras located in or
towards the McDonalds Restaurant. SA Miller requested Grassel to conduct a scan of the
entrances to the Wal-Mart for July 17, 2008 between the hours of 2:30 PM and 5:00 PM in
search of the described subjects.

On August 14, 2008 Grassel advised he had located the described Hispanic female along with 4
children entering and shopping in Wal-Mart around the requested times. One child appeared to

On August 11, 2008 Special Agent Krystyl Watson of the Florida Department of Law
Enforcement (FDLE), Tampa Bay Region Operations Center (TBROC), received the following
information pertaining to FDLE Lead Request #61 (synopsis):

On July 20, 2008 between 1230 and 1330 hours a 2-3 year old girl wearing a
peach/orange shorts and floral print shirt, fitting Caylee Anthony’s description was
observed at the Subway Restaurant in the International Plaza accompanied by a white
male in his 20’s wearing jeans and a ball cap.

SA Watson provided
AD Ernesto Villanueva with the aforementioned location of the sighting and clothing descriptions
of the child fitting Caylee Anthony’s description and her adult companion. AD Ernesto Villanueva
didn’t recognize the child and advised that the mall is equipped with surveillance camera. SA
Watson and AD Ernesto Villanueva viewed the following surveillance footage:

On Tuesday, August 19, 2008, at approximately 1:00 pm, Special Agent Jeffrey Duncan
responded to 100 North Atlantic Avenue, Daytona Beach and contacted Director of Security
Robert Garvey and Night Manager Walid Nizam. Garvey stated that he is familiar with the
investigation and Caylee Anthony and the hotel has placed Caylee Anthony flyers within the
hotel. Garvey stated that he has watched the surveillance videos on a daily basis and that he
has not observed any children matching Anthony’s description. Garvey stated that neither he
nor have his employee’s seen any children on the hotel property matching the description of
Caylee Anthony or any of the subjects listed in the tip.

Garvey stated that the hotel does have limited video surveillance on the south tower and the
southern pool entrance and there is no video surveillance on the north pool location. Garvey
stated that the video surveillance, at the south pool area, on August 12, 2008 was only from
4:00 pm to 11:00 pm due to the recording system maintaining video for a short period of time.
Garvey advised that he has reviewed the video in reference to the date in question and that he
did not observe any children on the video. Garvey stated that FDLE could have a copy of the
video if a Subpoena was obtained.

Garvey was provided a business card and contact number for the Florida Department of Law
Enforcement in the case that she or her employees remember any information.

Kravitch sponsors recovering addicts and was sponsoring Casey Anthony when she
attended her drug treatment program.

, to locate Guerra. Upon arrival, the apartment had no

furniture and it appeared to be unoccupied. These agents then went to a second
(ocation, I 0172’5 paren(s house).
Upon arrival, they met with Deyanira Guerra, who was alone in the residence. Guerra
was shaking and was not able to speak coherently. Guerra could not remember making
the statement that Casey Anthony was a prostitute and that Caylee was possibly with a
babysitter. When asked if she knew Casey or Caylee Anthony, she denied knowing
them. Since Guerra was shaking uncontrollably, SA Bonilla asked her if she was "ok";
Guerra stated that “it's the drugs”. SA Bonilla gave Guerra her business card and
asked her to give her a call if she remembers anything.

At the time of the interview neither SA Bonilla nor SA Busey observed any controlled
substances in the residence or Guerra's possession.

Due to Guerra's physical condition, SA Bonilla determined that the interview should be
terminated, and to re-interview Guerra at a later date. SA Bonilla and SA Busey
retuned to Guerra's residence on August 14, 15, and 20, 2008, but no one answered
the door. On August 22, 2008, SA Bonilla and SA Ed Principe visited Guerra's
residence and met with Delia Guerra, Deyanira's mother. Deyanira, was not at the
residence.

The caller stated that between 1500 and 1430 hours, the caller observed a young child
approximately 2-3 years old with long brown hair and big blue eyes in the store near the
produce section. The caller stated that the child was in the presence of a Hispanic female that
was approximately 52" tall, 140 — 155 pounds with reddish brown shoulder-length hair.

SA Kulp spoke with Sam’s Wholesale Club Operations Assistant Manager Robbin Culp Peltier
who assisted SA Kulp in reviewing surveillance video recorded on August 11, 2008. SA Kulp
and Peltier reviewed two hours of video recordings of three separate angles that were recorded
from cameras monitoring the produce section of the store.

The acuteness of the definition of the videos was not sharp enough to show complete details of
people in order to make a positive identification. The videos that were reviewed did not reveal
any suspicious actions of customers that would indicate that the customers were avoiding
surveillance cameras and any attempt to conceal their identity.

Since no positive identification of Caylee Anthony could be determine by the videos and no
follow-up information from the caller was provided then this lead can be considered exhausted.

On August 22, 2008, Special Agent (SA) Lissa Udell was assigned a lead to follow-up in
reference to the investigation of the disappearance of Caylee Anthony - ACISS Tip Information
number Caylee-1681 and AIM lead request number 100.

The information in the tip was from an anonymous caller, who reported that on August 14, 2008
at approximately 0730 hours that they may have seen Caylee with an elderly woman (short
brown hair) and an elderly man. The caller stated that this was at the airport in West Palm
Beach, gate C or gate D on Southwest Airlines to Philadelphia and then going to Rhode Island.

On August 22, 2008 at approximately 1030 hours, SA Udell responded to the Palm Beach
International Airport located at 1000 Turnage Boulevard, West Palm Beach. Upon arriving, SA
Udell spoke with Sgt. Lionel Buda, Palm Beach County Sheriff's Office (PBSO), in regards to
the possible sighting on the above date. Sgt. Buda advised that PBSO had not received any
calls in regards to the possible sighting. Sgt. Buda then responded to PBSO Dispatch Center,
and reviewed the daily log for August 14, 2008, which revealed that no calls were placed to

PBSO of the possible sighting.

SA Udell responded to the ticket counter of Southwest Airlines and spoke to Darryl Davis, a
Southwest Airline Representative, in regards to the above information. Davis advised SA Udell
to contact Jay Oros, Security Operations for Southwest Airlines.

On August 25, 2008, SA Udell spoke to Oros, who stated that on August 14, 2008, Southwest

On August 19, 2008, Special Agent (SA) Greg Holycross was assigned a lead to follow-up in
reference to the investigation of the disappearance of Caylee Anthony - ACISS Tip Information
number Caylee-1510 and AIM lead request number 96. The information in the tip was from an
anonymous caller stating that on July 24, 2008, at approximately 8:30 PM, a child that looked
like Caylee Anthony was seen at a Walgreens store in Jacksonville, Florida. The child was
seen with a white male 26-27 years old, slim build with short brown hair. He was reported to be
driving an older model red Chevrolet Blazer with the last 3 digits of the Florida license plate
being 366. This was also reported to be a Nassau County license plate.

On August 25, 2008, SA Holycross met with Mr. Dixon, the manager of the Walgreens store
located at 866 Dunn Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida. His telephone number is 904-751-5156.
Holycross explained to Dixon about the possible sighting and Dixon stated that the store has
video of the front entrance to the store and the interior of the store, but no outside video.
Holycross reviewed the video of the entrance to the store that was taken on July 24, 2008. The
tape was reviewed from 8:00 PM through 9:00 PM. During this time period there were no
children seen on the video entering or leaving the store that would match the description of
Caylee Anthony.

At the request of SA Holycross, Crime Intelligence Analyst C. Rivers completed a database
check of all red or maroon colored vehicles registered in Florida where the license plate ends in
the numbers 336. There were 21 listed and none were registered in Nassau County. She also
obtained a list from the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles of all Florida license
plates that were registered to a Chevrolet, where the license plate number ended in the
numbers 336. Again, there were none listed in Nassau County. Rivers also compiled a list of all
red Chevrolets registered in Nassau County that had the numbers 33 in the license plate. All of
the license information she obtained will be maintained in the case record as related items. At
this time a Florida license plate registered in Nassau County and ending in 336 could not be
found.

SA Holycross is unable to confirm or deny the sighting of Caylee Anthony at Walgreens with the
information known at this time.

On July 23, 2008, the Orange County Sheriff's Office (OCSO) requested the assistance of the
Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE) regarding the investigation of missing two (2)
year old Caylee Anthony. Caylee was last seen by a family member on June 15, 2008. Her
disappearance was reported by her maternal grandmother on July 15, 2008.

This report is being written to document the actions taken by Special Agent (SA) Al Danna in
regard to lead number 91.

On August 20, 2008, SA Al Danna responded to Rita's Italian Ice, 13147 86th Avenue, North,
Seminole, Florida 33776 in an attempt to interview the owner. On August 8, 2008, an
anonymous caller reported possibly seeing Caylee in company with a white female, 28-33 years
of age, 5'4", 150 Ibs.,medium build with blonde or brown hair. This subject was driving a black
Toyota, Florida registration 346 AHC and was visiting Rita's. SA Danna met the owner of the
shop, identified as Tony Coppola, NI /. Coppola advised SA Danna that he
was the person who observed the child that looked like Caylee, and telephoned the police on
August 8, 2008. Mr. Coppola was shown a photo of Caylee and advised that the child looked
like her, but also advised that he observed three(3) other girls that looked like Caylee the same

day.

On August 21, 2008, Special Agents (SA) Katy Cooper and Al Danna responded to 8230 128th
St., Seminole, Florida 33776. This is the home of Frank and Eileen Leili. The Leili's black
Toyota, Florida registration 346 AHC was observed at Rita's Italian Ice on August 8, 2008, with
whom appeared to be missing Caylee Anthony. The agents met Eileen Leili, white/female
04-03-64 and advised her of the information. Ms. Leili advised the agents that she had taken
- her granddaughter, Gabrielle Skye Leili to Rita's on the date. Ms.Leili advised the agents that
{ her granddaughter resides with her, but was not at home at the time. Ms. Leili provided several
\‘ photos of her granddaughter to agents to confirm the child was not Caylee Anthony.
